· Sites of Care:  The Oklahoma City VA Medical Center consists of a 169-operating bed facility located within the Oklahoma Health Center Complex near downtown Oklahoma City.  To meet the needs of veterans in our predominately rural state, the Oklahoma City VA Medical Center also operates five community based outpatient clinics in Oklahoma and one in Texas.  There are plans to establish additional remote community based outpatient clinics for primary care.

· Health Care Services:  The Oklahoma City VA Medical Center is a tertiary care facility, classified as a Clinical Referral Level III facility.  The Oklahoma City VA Medical Center is a teaching hospital, providing a full range of patient care services, with state-of-the-art technology as well as education and research.  Comprehensive health care is provided through primary care, tertiary care, and long-term care in areas of medicine, surgery, psychiatry, physical medicine and rehabilitation, neurology, oncology, dentristry, geriatrics, and extended care. 
Special programs at the Oklahoma City VA Medical Center include: Returning Veterans Outreach and Treatment Programs, Mental Health Intensive Case Management, Reaching Out to Educate and Assist Health Care Families (REACH), Homeless Program, Post Traumatic Stress Disorder Program, Therapeutic Recreation Program, and the Center for Alzheimer and Neurodegenerative Diseases.

September – National POW-MIA Recognition Day – In remembrance and recognition of POW-MIA veterans, our facility hosts a candlelight ceremony each year.

November – Veterans Day Program – In observance of Veterans Day, our facility hosts an annual ceremony.  After the ceremony, active duty military personnel from the community visit hospitalized veterans.

December – Gifts for the Yanks Who Gave – During WWII, the Gifts for Yanks program was started across the nation and El Reno High School is the only school in the nation that has continued this tradition.  Each year students collect money, purchase and wrap gifts and deliver them to hospitalized veterans at our facility.
· Staffing:  A large portion of our medical staff serves on the faculty at the University of Oklahoma Health Sciences Center.  Over 300 University residents, interns, and students are trained at the Oklahoma City VA Medical Center each year.
