PGY1 Pharmacy Residency Program (Match # 122913)
Overview  
The Oklahoma City VA Health Care System PGY1 Residency Program is a one-year position (approximately July 1st through June 30th) that provides professional training in various clinical rotations, inpatient and outpatient pharmacy services, pharmacokinetic dosing, patient education and counseling, and administrative services.  We offer an opportunity to participate in direct patient care as a provider in a number of clinical settings such as geriatrics, palliative care, ambulatory care, internal medicine, infectious disease, critical care, mental health, oncology/infusion clinic, investigational drugs, and others.  We also provide a longitudinal, comprehensive research experience and a wide variety of teaching opportunities.  Additional projects and activities throughout the year are designed to assist with the resident’s professional development as a skilled clinical pharmacist, and achievement of both the residents’ personal goals and the residency-specific goals and objectives associated with this accredited program. 

Purpose Statement    
This PGY1 residency program builds on Doctor of Pharmacy (Pharm.D.) education and outcomes to contribute to the development of clinical pharmacists responsible for medication-related care of patients with a wide range of conditions, eligible for board certification, and eligible for PGY2 pharmacy residency training.  
Pharmacists completing this residency will be equipped with the knowledge base and experience to provide exemplary patient-centered care in multiple practice environments.  They will serve as valuable members of the health care team in achieving optimal medication therapy.  They will be able to effectively and confidently communicate assessments and recommendations to interdisciplinary team members and patients.  They will demonstrate skill in educating patients and health care professionals.  Residents will gain experience in project management. They will be proficient in the medication use process and develop an understanding of the technology required to support this process. Residents will take ownership of their practice areas and responsibilities, and they will be able to identify and prioritize patients who may significantly benefit from their services.  Residents will commit to the profession of pharmacy and demonstrate leadership through a positive professional attitude.

PGY2 Infectious Diseases Pharmacy Residency (Match # 565155)
Overview  
This specialty residency program provides an opportunity to train in a variety of infectious diseases pharmacotherapy settings which include; 1) assisting with the direction of an antimicrobial stewardship program, 2) involvement in the infectious diseases consult service, and 3) pharmaceutical care of patients with HIV and other chronic infections in the Infectious Diseases Clinic.
Residency Components 
Antimicrobial Stewardship Program 
The Antimicrobial Stewardship Program consists of approval of restricted/non-formulary antibiotics and consulting on patients at the request of a medical or surgical team.  The program's success has been documented in the literature and is associated with a 40% decrease in antimicrobial expenditures and improvements in quality of care such as decreased length of hospital stay.  Throughout the year, the resident will mature into a clinician who can develop, manage, and justify an antimicrobial stewardship program. 
Infectious Diseases Consult Service 
The Infectious Diseases Consult Service provides expertise to the OU Medical Center and OKC VA.  The resident will be an active member of the service, directly responsible for the antimicrobial pharmaceutical care provided to OKC VA patients being seen by the service.  The resident will provide valuable antimicrobial pharmacotherapy information for the team.
Critical Care Stewardship and Interdisciplinary Rounds
The Clinical Pharmacy Specialist (CPS) for Critical Care provides antimicrobial stewardship and pharmacotherapy expertise to the medical intensive care teaching team during daily interdisciplinary rounds.  While on rotation with the CPS, the resident will be an active member of the team, directly responsible for the antimicrobial & pharmaceutical care provided to critically ill veterans in the ICU.
Infectious Diseases Clinic
The Infectious Disease Clinic provides state-of-the-art care for approximately 200 patients with HIV, as well as patients with other chronic infections.  The resident will assist the ID pharmacist in the clinic. Together, they are responsible for all pharmaceutical care given to the patients, as well as assisting the Infectious Diseases attending physicians with such matters as the appropriate selection and monitoring of antiretroviral therapy. 
Elective Rotations
Elective rotations are available in the residency.  Rotations are available in the VA clinical microbiology laboratory, clinical research electives, and other potential settings.
Projects
The resident will be expected to complete at least one significant project within the residency year.  Projects may include clinical research, outcomes projects, pharmacoeconomic evaluations, etc.  Guidance from the program director is provided throughout the process.
